Bilinen tek sey; Plini-
us’un “Zarif ve Glizel” dedigi Amasra’yi,
Niketas “Diinyanin G6zii”ne, Cenovali-
lar “Cicekli Kale”ye, “Golge Etme, Baska
ihsan istemem” diyen Diojen “Bir
Denge” ye, Turk Sanat Mizigi’'nin du-
ayeni Zeki Muren de “Portofino” ya ben-
zetmistir. 1460 yilindaki fetih sirasinda,
Fatih Sultan Mehmet manzaradan ¢ok
etkilenmis olmali ki, yardimcisina, “Lala
Lala Cesm-i Cihan Burami Ola” diyerek,
hayretini gizleyememistir.

Amasra’yi egzotik kilan 7 tepe, biryarim
ada ile iki ada ve iki korfezden olusan
dogal yapiile yesilin cennet imajina b-
rinmis orman ortlsudur. Bu ozellikle-
rinden dolayi, turizmi 1940 yilinda bas-
latmig ve Tirkiye’nin ilk turizm kasabasi
olma tnvanini sahiplenmistir.

Sehrin antik gagdaki adi, susam diyari ma-
nasina gelen “Sesamos”tur. M.O. 3. yy'da
Amasra’yi yoneten kadin liderin (Amastris)
adi, Osmanlilar’a esin kaynagi olmus ve
sehrin ismi bundan bdyle “Amasra” olarak
kabul gérmeye baslamistir.

Bu eski sehrin ilk sahibi Amazonlardir.
Amazonlardan sonra, Fenikeliler, ion-
yal’'lar, Kayralilar, Akalar, Persler ve
Amastiris donemini miteakip, Pontus-
lular, Romalilar, Bizanslilar, Osmanlilar
Amasra’yiyurt edinmislerdir.
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It is not known how much the God
worked to create it. The only thing
that is known that Amasra, which
was called to be “Elegant and
Beautiful” by Plinius, was called as
“Eye of the world” by Niketas, “Fort
with flowers” by the Genoese, “A
Balance” by Diogenes, who said
“Stand Out of my Sunlight, | don't
need Anything Else”, and “Puerto
Fino” by the famous Turkish Art
Music Singer Zeki Miiren. During
the conquer in 1460, Fatih Sultan
Mehmet must have been impressed
much by the scene, since he said
“Tutor, is this the eye of the world”
being unable to hide his astonish-
ment.

What makes Amasra exotic is the
natural structure consisting of 7
hills, a peninsula, two islands and
two gulfs and the forest cover,
which has the image of paradise of
green. Due to those properties,
tourism has started in 1940 and has
become famous as the first tourism
town of Turkey.

The name of the town in ancient
times is “Sesamos”, which means

sesame. The name of the woman
leader, who ruled Amasra in the
3rd century B.C was Amastris,
and the Ottoman called the city
“Amasra” after this leader.

The first owner of this ancient city
is the Amazons. Thereafter the
Phoenicians, lonians, Kayrans,
Achaeans, Persians and following
the Amastris, the Pontus,
Romans, Byzantines, Ottoman
have lived in Amasra.




SOSYO-EKONOMIK YAPI

Amasra Ug bin yillik tarihi ge¢misi ve dogal glizel-
likleri ile sadece Bartin ilinin degil ayni zamanda
bati Karadeniz bolgesinin turizm merkezi duru-
mundadir. ilce ekonomisi genel olarak Turizm,
Madencilik ve Balikgiiga dayanmaktadir. Amas-
ra’da turizm hareketi 1940’ yillarda baslamistir.
Bu yondi ile ilgemiz Tiirkiye'de turizm hareketinin
ilk 6rneklerinden birini olusturmaktadir.

Daha sonraki yillarda 6zellikle 1960°l yillardan
sonra tas kdmurl maden ocaklarinin cazibesi ve
yuksek getirisi ile turizm yiiksek ivme kaybetmis-
tir. 2000’1 yillara gelindiginde ise komur ocakla-
rinda galismanin eski cazibesini yitirmesi sehri-
mizin Ankara iline en yakin deniz olarak algilan-
masi gibi nedenlerle Amasra halki yeniden turiz-
me yonelmistir.

Yiz6lgimii 115 km2 olan Amasra'nin ilge nifusu
2015 sayimina gore 15.284'dir. Sehir merkezi ni-
fusu ise 6085'dir. Amasra Cumhuriyet tarihine
kadar ilge iken, Cumhuriyetle birlikte Bartin’ in
nahiyesi olmus ve 06-10-1988 tarihinde tekrar
iice statiisiine kavusmustur. Merkez Belediyesi
ile 30 kdyl mevcuttur.

With its history of three thousand years and its natural beauties, Amasra is the tourism
center of not only Bartin province, but also the entire western Black Sea region. The district
economy is in general based on tourism, mining and fishing. The tourism activities in Amasra
started in 1940s. In this respect, our district is among the first examples of tourism activities
in Turkey.

In the following years, especially after 1960s, tourism has decelerated a lot due to the
attraction of hard coal mines and their high income. When 2000s are reached, the coal mine
employment has lost its attraction and Amasra was perceived as the closest sea location to

Ankara, therefore the population of
Amasra returned to tourism again.
Amasra has a surface area of 115 km?
and a population of 15.284 in
accordance with 2015 census. The
population of the city center is
6085. While Amasra was a
district until the date of
establishment of the Republic,
and has become a township of
Bartin with the Republic and was
made a district again on 06-10-
1988. It has a central municipality
and 30 villages.

The visitors
coming from Ankara direction can follow istanbul highway, turning at Gerede and follow Gerede - Karabiik-Safranbolu - Amasra route.

Railway: The closest railway station to Amasra is Saltukova (Zonguldak) station that is at a distance of 53 km to Amasra. Transportation is provided with
minibuses.

Airway: The closest airway spot to Amasra is Saltukova Airportin Saltukova (Zonguldak), which is at a distance of 53 km to Amasra.

The economy of the district is in general based on the mines in the
district, however, agriculture and stock breeding are important
sources of income in the rural areas. The main source of income at
the district center is based on the tourism sector. Wood carving, the
history of which is based in the 17th century, is still being performed
in Amasra and its villages today, and is an important source of
income. On Cekiciler Street, various animal figures, appetizer sets,
name plates, key holds, photograph frames etc made of linden tree,
boxwood, ash tree, Walnut, Cherry and brazil trees are being sold.
One of the important sources of income of the district is fishing. It is
always possible to eat fresh fish in the district. Another important
source of income of the district is tourism. Its unique natural
structure, and historical texture of 3000 years have made Amasra a
center of attraction since 1940s. Amasra, where tourism
infrastructure problems are remedied in recent years, is being
visited by many tourists both during the winter and summer.

Ceki products are sold on Cekiciler street, which is located on the southern skirts of the walls on the
peninsula. This place is the aorta of Amasra in terms of trade. The production places are in Ahatlar
village that is at three km distance to Amasra except a few shops. Ceki art, which is a kind of carving,
is said to have its roots in the Phoenicians, who lived in 1200 B.C. The Phoenician craftsmen have
carried this art from Egypt to Sesamos city and the linden trees in the region have made this art
permanent. Although the art has been interrupted from time to time, it was continued during the
Ottoman age. In 16th century, the craftsmen of this art started to open production places in a
certain region. The mentioned address is today's Cekiciler Street.

Since the last ten years, pieces of art that are handmade such as silver wire ornamenting, Sarma
and canvas ornamenting started to be included in the showcases of the shops together with the
products of Ceki art. Amasra's local people try to establish an interesting connection between the
souvenir and the tourist. If the tourist leaves without buying a product, this is a sign that (s)he didn't
like Amasra.



Amasra; 1940'l yillardan beri ev pansiyonculugu ve ¢adir kamp-
clliginin dncii kenti ve “Ulkemizde turizmin basladig yer” olarak
bilinir. Tirkiye'nin ilk turizm beldelerinden olma 6zelligini; kiltir,
deniz, doga turizmi olanaklari ile stirdiirmekte ve yillik ortalama
500-550 bin kisi ziyaret etmektedir.

Ozellikle 1980 sonrasi ddnemde Oteller, Pansiyonlar, Balik Resto-
ranlari ve Ev Pansiyonlarinda dnemli 6lgtide artis kaydedilmis tu-
rizm yeniden canlanmistir. Mevcut durumda yilda takriben 500
bin kisiyi agirlayan Amasra yaklasik 2500 yatak kapasitesine sa-
hiptir. Kis aylarinda 7-8 bin nifusa sahip ilcemiz yaz aylarinda ise
zaman zaman 30-40 bin kisiyi agirlamaktadir. Ev pansiyonculugu
da hesaba katildiginda toplam yatak kapasitesi 6-7 binleri bul-
maktadir.

Ozellikle kiiresel 1sinma ve eko turizm hareketinin baslamasi gibi
nedenlerle avantajli konumda bulunan Bati Karadeniz Bolgesinin
g6z bebegi durumunda olan Amasra 6niimiizdeki yillarda 6Gnemini
giderek arttiracaktir. Yeni yollarin yapimi ile ozellikle Ankara ve
diger yerlesim yerlerine yakinligi ve ulasilabilirligi artan ilcemizde
gemi yanasma iskelesi ve yat turizm igin yuzer iskelelerin yapilmis
olmasi 6nemlidir. Oniimiizdeki yillarda Amasra Karadeniz bélgesi-
nin énemli bir Cruise limani ve iklimi agisindansa turizmin yani sira
onemli bir yerlesim kenti olarak aniimaya bagslanacaktir.

Amasra’ya gelen turistlerin kalabilecegi iice merkezinde 18, Cak-
raz'da 11 olmak Gzere toplam 29 adet otel, ilce merkezinde kayitli
20 adet ve koylerde 3 adet olmak tizere toplam 23 adet pansiyon
bulunmaktadir. 818 oda ve 2060 yatak kapasitesi mevcuttur. Ayri-
ca llgedeki gesitli balik restoranlari ve kafeteryalar gelen yerli ve ya-
banci turistlere hizmet vermektedir.



Amasra is known as the leader town of house hostel operation and
tent camping and as the “place where tourism started in our
country” since 1940s. It continues its feature of being one of the
first tourism locations of Turkey with the culture, sea, nature
tourism opportunities and is being visited by 500 — 550 thousand
people in average per year.

Especially after 1980, an important increase occurred in the
number of hotels, hostels, fish restaurants and House Hostels and
tourism has become active again. In the existing situation, Amasra
is being visited by approximately 500 thousand people, and has a
bed capacity of 2500. Our district, which has a population of 7-8
thousand in winter, sometimes has 30-40 thousand population
during the summer months. Taking house hostels into
consideration, the total bed capacity reaches 6-7 thousand.
Amasra, which is the apple of the eye of Western Black Sea Region
due to its advantage because of reasons such as global warming
and the start of eco-tourism activities, will increase its importance
gradually in the following years. With the construction of new
roads, the closeness and accessibility of our district especially to
Ankara and other settlement centers have increased, and in our
district, a ship approach quay and floating quays for yacht tourism
have been constructed. In the following years, Amasra will start

being called as an important Cruise harbor of the Black Sea Region and as an
important settlement city in terms of climate as well as tourism.

At the district center, where the tourists visiting Amasra can stay, there are a
total of 29 hotels, 18 of which are in the district center and 11 of which are in
Cakraz, a total of 23 hostels, consisting of 20 hostels registered at the city center
and 3 in villages. There is a capacity of 818 rooms and 2060 beds. Furthermore,
various fish restaurants and cafes in the district are providing service to the
domestic and foreign tourists.

Zamanla yeni bir muze ihtiyacinin dog-
masiyla, 1884’te Bolu kaymakami ismail Kemal
Bey tarafindan baslanan, fakat yarim kalan Bahri-
ye mektebi 1975 yilinda bakanlik tarafindan satin
alinarak tamamlanmis ve 1982 yilinda Amasra
Muzesi faaliyete gegirilmistir. 2 Arkeolojik, 2 Et-
nografik olmak tizere 4 teshir salonu bulunmak-
tadr.

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Kuskayasi Road Monument: It is on Amasra-
Bartin highway, at Kuskayasi location that is at 4
km distance to Amasra. It has been constructed
by Gaius Julius Aguilla in 41-54 A.C. It is known
to be unique in the world. This monument, which
is a part of Roman road network and which was
constructed in the memory of the Emperor,
includes an eagle statue carved in the rocks using
wafer embossing technique, two inscriptions
completing each other and the Roman
Dominance Eagle, seating sets and rock niches.

Amasra Museum: The first museum in Amasra
started its activities in a small room of the
municipality building in 1955. In 1969, it was
moved to the old primary school building. In
time, the need for a new museum occurred, and
the Maritime School, the construction of which
was started in 1884 by Ismail Kemal Bey, the
district governor of Bolu, but left incomplete,
was purchased by the Ministry in 1975 and was
completed and Amasra Museum started its
activities in this building in 1982. It has 2
archeological, 2 ethnographic exhibition halls,
corresponding to a total of 4 halls.

Amasra Fort: Amasra Fort, which belongs to the
Byzantine period, has been subject to changes
especially in the Genoese period, and has been
subject to great repair in the 14th and 15th
centuries by the Genoese and the Ottoman. The
fort consists of two main masses. One of them is
Sormagir Fort in Boztepe, which is connected to
Amasra with a bridge called “Kemere”, and the
other is the Zindan (Dungeon) Fort in Amasra. At
the northeastern end Biiyiikliman door and in the
west Kiigiikliman (Ancient) Door and in the south

Zindan Door exist.

Amasra Forts have the middle age impression
even today with the tower spaces, internal
partitions, Genoese emblems placed at certain
parts, stones containing figures such as Eros,
Medusa, eagle, cow head etc. Amasra-Fatih
Mosque (the old Church): It is an old Byzantine
Church constructed in Amasra Fort in the 9th
century. It was converted into a mosque by the
Great Emperor Fatih Sultan Mehmet in 1460
when Amasra was conquered. The tradition of
“reading the Friday sermon by drawing swords” in
Islam Culture is still being applied in Fatih Mosque
today.

Besides all those, there are very important
historical buildings belonging to different ages in
our district. The Bazaar (Roman State Assembly
Palace), Chapel (small Church), Kyros Church,
Hisarpege Water Gallery, Underground Market,
Kemerdere bridge and Direkli Rock can be
mentioned.

Our district has the most beautiful beaches of
Black Sea. Among them, Amasra Beach, Cakraz
Beach and Bozkoy Beach are being intensely used
during the tourism season. There are many other
beaches, which do not have terrestrial
transportation, but can be accessed by seaway.

Amasra Salad, which is a registered trademark,
and which consists of the organic products
cultivated in Amasra and its surrounding, the
hand arts produced in Amasra Cekiler Market and
“Wire Work” that is made by ornamenting black A
tulle with silver wire are included among the,
cultural inheritance values of Amasra.
